He has 

been a police officer for over 17 years, including 10 years at the Winter Park Police 

Department and over 7 years as a member of the OPD. 

 

Chris spoke to us about some of issues of policing an airport the size of the Orlando 

International Airport, including the types of crimes that occur and what we as citizens 

can do to lessen the likelihood of becoming a victim.  During the Q&A at the end of the 

presentation, a lively discussion ensued on the causes of the spike in murders that have 

occurred in Orlando during the past year.    
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Our next meeting will be on Tuesday, February 6th at noon at the 

University Club in downtown Orlando.  Scheduled to speak is a 

representative from the state attorney's office.
